
WORKING WITH CHILDREN CHECK 

BJMA VICTORIA - 2023 
All members over 18 years attempting the rank of black belt/patch; or already having attained the 

rank of  blackbelt/patch and higher or with a coaching, instructing or teaching title must have a 

current working with children check and must register BJMA Vic/Tas with the registry. Official 

exemptions for current Police Officers and school teachers with the Victorian Institute of Teaching,. 

Teacher will need to notify WWCCV of your involvement with BJMA by completing the Teacher 

notification form which is available online at Service Victoria.

Under Child related work - Select “42 Clubs, 

associations or movements of a cultural, 

recreational or sporting nature. 

If applicable select any other child 

related work that applies to you. 

Submit the application. In the next 10 days 

BJMA VIcTas will receive a copy of your 

WWCC in paper form. 

Choose volunteer or employee. Most people 

will be able to apply as a volunteer (free of 

charge) but you will need to read the 

information to make sure this applies to you. 

Go through the steps including 

sending images of your identity details

1 from group A and 1 from group B. 

Group A – Australian Drivers licence/permit, 

Medicare card. 

Group B – Aust. Passport, Aust. Birth
